POLICE on Saturday seized over 1,000 fake NCERT
books worth 10 lakh during raids on various book-
stores in the state capital. The books were confiscat-
ed from three book stores. Initial investigation re-
vealed the books were being sold at prices on par with
original NCERT books. Bhubaneswar police was
alerted about the fake books over complaints of poor
production quality and absence of watermarks of
the national agency.

Actingon a tip-off, Kharavela Nagar police conduct-
ed raids at Vidyarthi book store in Station Square and
seized a number of fake NCERT books. When the po-
lice questioned the staff, they found out that the fake
NCERT books were procured from another shop -
Maa Mangala book store in Unit-IX area. Police then
conducted raids at Maa Mangala store and seized at
least 300 fake books and an auto-rickshaw from the
spot. The police conducted further raids at Subham
book store in Rabi Talkies Square and seized several
fake NCERT books. “More than 1,000 fake books have
been seized. Many books were for senior students.
Three persons have been detained for distributing
and selling the fake books,” said an officer of Khar-
avela Nagar police station. Police are now trying to

investigate the source of the books and whether they
were circulated to stores in other parts of the state

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Why teach riots? NCERT's spin on lesson cuts

AMID furore over the omission
of references to Gujarat riots
and Babri masjid demolition in
the Class 12 syllabus, National
Council of Educational Re-
search and Training (NCERT)
divector Dinesh Prasad Saklani
sought to justify it saying such

The changes in textbooks

here, We teach history so stu-
dents know about facts, not for
making it a battleground.”

Claiming that the NCERT's
curriculum is based on facts
and evidence, Saklani said, “If
we are telling about iron pillar
in Mehrauliand saying Indians
were way ahead of any metal-
lurigical scientist, are we say-
Ing wrong?”
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
